* Social Justiceï Discuss and plan projects and 

studies to advance Christian social justice issues in 

our area. 

* Sunshine Basketsï Make a care package for 

someone who is grieving or recovering from an 

illness. 

* Quilting and Prayer Shawlï Knit a prayer 

shawl for someone who is ill or help make a quilt 

for a needy family. 

* The Samaritan Women (TSW)- Help repair a 

row home on Wilkens Ave. to provide a safe haven 

for women on the streets of Baltimore. Also volun-

teer in the TSW Garden! 

* United Methodist Volunteers in Mission 
(VIM)- Go on a national or international mission 

trip!  Trips to Utah, Belize, Haiti, and Rosebud are 

being explored for 2011-2012.
