A Homeless Prevention Support Center

For 20 years, the Annapolis Light House has been serving the home-
less of Annapolis and Anne Arundel County. On an average we help
500 people a year through our emergency shelter and homeless pre-
vention programs. Last year alone we turned away 466 people, in-
cluding 159 children, because the shelter was full.

The majority of homeless adults are employed and, for the most,
homelessness is a temporary setback. When provided with our tem-
porary home and support to regain their footing, 75% of the people
we serve leave our shelter with a place to live, an income and the
tools for self-sufficiency.

The program components include emergency shelter for up to 90
days, aupport services including life skills and job training, and a day
center where individuals can receive basic services and get help for
mental health issues and addictions.
